DillmanDNA Subsidy Committee
The Dillman DNA (DDNA) project is supported by the Dillman Family Association (DFA).  Its primary purpose is to aid all Dillman and Stillman genealogists and eligible surnames and variations of their spelling to include, but not limited to Diehlmann, Diehlman, Dielman, Dielmann, Dilman, Dillman, Dilmann, Dillmann, Delman, Tilman, Thielman, Tillman, Tilghman, and Stillman.  The DDNA was founded in August 2002 in Indianapolis at the first Dillman Family Association biennial reunion.   FamilyTreeDna of Houston, Texas performs our testing. 

The composition of the DDNA Subsidy Committee shall be the DFA President, Vice President, Librarian, and DDNA Administrator, who will serve as Committee Chair, and June Riccio.  This Committee is responsible for using the below guidelines to consider awarding a subsidized DNA test. The Chair will serve the Committee and vote to break a tie.  The candidate’s lineage will be available to the Committee; at no time will the person’s personal information be available to the Committee. 

Funding for subsidized tests may come from various sources including timely personal contributions from DFA members and the DFA.  The primary collection point is the FamilyTreeDna Dillman General Fund.  The Committee will have management responsibilities of the Fund and the DDNA Administrator (Chair) will be its custodian. The DDNA Administrator will provide records of income and expenditures twice annually, by the end of January and July, to the Committee.  When the Fund is in need of replenishment and upon a majority vote of the Committee for a specific dollar amount, the Chair will forward the request in writing to all elected DFA officers for their action. The President will ensure a timely vote of all DFA officers is taken on the proposed amount.  Upon approval the President will then notify the Treasurer to deposit the money into the FamilyTreeDna Dillman General Fund.      
This protocol has been approved by the Committee and all DFA officers.  Both temporary and permanent modifications will be approved by the majority of this Committee and DFA officers.

1.  Once a family line is confirmed with DNA and supported by good paper documentation, unless exceptional documentation may prove helpful or otherwise, there most likely is no need to reinforce the line with a subsidized test of someone else in the same immediate family line. 

2.  Encountering a desired candidate of advanced age or what may appear to be a limited number of candidates and when his paper documentation is available to us or through DFA research and not fitting into the specifics of paragraph (1) then the DFA/DDNA should pursue or consider him for membership.  If he is willing to submit a sample, the Committee will consider his eligibility for a subsidized Y37 test for the benefit of the DFA, based on a majority Committee vote.  This person may have living sons or grandsons; however these younger males may not be willing to participate regardless of who is paying for it.  For consideration of a requested subsidized test the person must provide their birth date and be at least 18 years of age in addition to having the necessary paper documentation.
3.  Persons who financially state they are unable to personally purchase a test themselves may be a) encouraged to purchase a Y25 test and the DFA provide for desired upgrades if determined worthy or b) upon the committee’s determination of their value to subsidize a Y37 test. 

4. As FamilyTreeDna’s technology advances DFA/DDNA participants who continue to benefit the project may be considered for test upgrade by the committee using the above criteria. 
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
